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Realizing Chinese Path to Modernization; Promoting the

Development of High Unity of Quality and Quantity

Abstract; A clear goal of basically realizing modernization, proposed at the report of the 20th
National Congress of the Communist Party of China ( CPC) regarding basically achieving
modernization, is that GDP per capita should reach the level of middle—level developed countries.
To achieve this arduous goal, we must, first and foremost, pursue high —quality development.
Pursuing high—quality development is not to give up economic growth rate. The report of the 20th
National Congress of the CPC proposes “to promote the effective improvement of quality and
reasonable growth of quantity of the economy”.
